A Ranger at Tuscarora State Park in Pennsylvania, recently informed Newsline about a firearm he found on a Philadelphia iron worker. The firearm was disguised as a bolt - just a common piece in your home improvement kit. 

"It's a homemade .22 caliber weapon that fires a single .22 caliber Stinger," Sefchick told Newsline." He added, "To fire the weapon, all you have to do is pull back on the spring-loaded hex head of the bolt."

The weapon is about 5/8 inches in diameter and 4 inches long. Sefchick explained that the only way to really tell the bolt is a weapon is because of the small hole in the threaded portion. 
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
